 

Memorandum for Federal Agency Property Managers:

After coordination with federal agencies and some of the currently registered schools/educational nonprofits, we are pleased to announce the redesign and renaming of the Computers for Learning website.  This is far more than merely a website redesign; we have re-engineered the entire process, which we believe streamlines the disposal process for you while improving access to excess federal property and increasing the transfers of property to schools and educational nonprofit institutions.  The new web address is www.computersforlearning.gov.

No longer will you need to be concerned with offers of excess computer equipment to outdated or non-interested registrants or reporting the equipment to GSA if the equipment is not directly transferred to a school or educational nonprofit institution.  Although the re-engineering puts more responsibility on you to identify the computer equipment that is being made available for transfer, it also facilitates the process of registering your property personnel, simplifies the allocation process, and reduces the need to  communicate technical features of the computer equipment to eligible recipients.

You will report excess, available property to Computers for Learning, where schools and educational nonprofit institutions will be able to search the list of computer items made available by you and other Federal agencies, select the items they need, and put them in a virtual shipping cart --  a commercial web process.  The system will then email you a notice of interest and instruction to allocate the property or deny the request.   

Upon allocation, the system will generate a transfer order and email it to the requesting school or educational nonprofit institution for signature and return. 

As part of the re-engineering, current registration codes will be discontinued.  Effective April 15, 2007, Federal agency property managers will use the same access code and password they currently use for GSAXcess® to access the Computers for Learning website.   (Schools and non-profits are being required to re-register and, in the future, will need to confirm their registration around the beginning of each school year.)

Attached to this memo is a PowerPoint file providing detailed instructions for use of the new Computers for Learning website, including reporting and initial processing and other pertinent information. This instructional material will also be available at the new Computers for Learning website.  In order to provide you advance notice of this change, we are sending partial instructions today. Next week a follow-up email will provide instructions on allocating and transferring property in the new Computers for Learning environment.

We look forward to your continued participation in the Computers for Learning and hope that these exciting new changes will be beneficial to you and the property personnel in your agency.
